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In this presentation, we explore the idea of combining Al and Moodle. We consider why we might want to
combine these two technologies, learn about how it could be done, look at what has been achieved so far, and
glimpse the developments we can look forward to in the future. After defining the terms “Al” and “Generative
AT”, and identifying some general uses for these technologies in education, we focus on how they could benefit
Moodle in particular. We then examine the Al-based tools that are included in Moodle 4.5, which is the latest
stable release of our beloved LMS. Outside of Moodle core, there are several plugins which already incorporate
some element of Al-based functionality, and some examples of these are demonstrated. Finally, we look to
the future and consider what possibilities are emerging in this area and how we can prepare for what is to

come.
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
