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FACTS
Å The LHC collides protons at unprecedented energy, equivalent to 13,000 times their mass.
Å 40 Million collisions/sec, one every 25 ns. About 40 collisions per event.
Å Thousands of particles emerge from each collision.
Å 1 MB of data recorded by the detectors at each collision. Too much to be stored.
ÅOnly 5% of those are stored after filtering. About 80 Pbof derived data per run.
