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An overview of recent results in Higgs boson physics obtained with the ATLAS experiment at the Large
Hadron Collider located at CERN, Geneva will be presented. It will consist of the description of key measure-
ments about the properties of the recently discovered Higgs boson and of its consistency within the Standard
Model of particle physics. The emphasis will be on the analyses performed with the collision data sample
recorded by the ATLAS experiment at the centre-of-mass energy of 13 TeV. The Higgs physics prospects at
the high-luminosity LHC will also be discussed.
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
