The database: structure and sources

Data collection:  46.000 persons who studied in Padua from 1222 to 

1989. They are mainly Graduate students. For the medieval period, 

also professors and students are included. 

The data come from different sources: manuscripts, edited and 

unedited. 

• 1222-1405: archival documents collected in the 19th century in the 

Monumenti by Andrea Gloria and written testimonies left by the students 

copying manuscripts. 

• 1406 to 1605: Acta Graduum Academicorum Gymnasii Patavini ; 

1608- 1805 materials collected by CSUP, Centre for the History of the

University of Padua.

• 1806- 1989: Graduation minutes of different Faculties during time.
