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Search for inelastic dark matter with the CMS
detector
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A new paradigm for dark matter searches, allows to focus not only on the coupling between dark matter and
the Standard Model, but also on the interactions between dark matter constituents themselves. The LHC is in
a unique position to investigate such a rich dark sector which is otherwise difficult to probe with direct and
indirect detection techniques. In this talk, a recently published search for dark matter with the CMS detector,
using inelastic dark matter (iDM) predictions as a guide, is presented.
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
