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QMexico is an organization that brings quantum computing researchers and enthusiasts from Colombia and
Mexico together. Its main goal is to popularize quantum technologies and software. Also, through education
and skill development opportunities, QMexico is training the next generation of quantum scientists. For this
talk, we will focus on recent efforts to promote this emerging technology in Latin America through a hands-on
workshop on the basics of quantum computing and the organization of QTalks, where Hispanic researchers
talk about their work on the subject. We will also highlight the importance of bridging these innovative tools
with high energy physics to solve some of the computational challenges facing the HEP community in the
upcoming years.
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
