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The Dark Energy Survey (DES) is a 5000 square degree survey targeting dark matter and dark energy science.
This year sees the release of the first science results from the DES collaboration using data taken during science
verification. I plan to present these new results, which include dark matter maps, cosmology constraints and
new discoveries such as the new strong lens systems being found. I will also give an update on the progress
of the main science survey.
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
